You will be given a message stating that the test
page was sent to the printer. Select [Close].

14. Once the test page successfully prints select [Finish].
15. You'll notice that the printer is now included in the ‘Printers and Faxes’ section within the Control Panel.

16. You have successfully installed the print driver.

1. From Windows 7 click on ‘Start-> Control Panel'.

2. Select ‘Devices and Printers’.

3. Find the device you would like to uninstall and right click on the printer icon.
